Dr. Robertha Abney, Athletics, received an award of
$500 from NCAA to bring a speaker to SRU to educate
student athletes about the importance of nutrition.

Dr. Robert Arnhold, Exercise and Rehabilitative
Science, was awarded $5,280 from the DSF Charitable
Foundation to purchase six wheelchairs to provide the
students in the Adapted Physical Activity (APA) Program
with a hands-on learning experience by participating in
games and sports while in wheelchairs themselves.
Kara Palumbo, undergraduate student in the APA
program, was the student grant coordinator on the project.

Dr. George Brown, Government and Public Affairs, was
awarded $2,000 for a project entitled •Teaching East Asia
in the Secondary Curriculum: A Seminar for Middle and
High School TeachersŽ.

Pamela Frigot, International Initiatives, received
approval from the International Research & Exchange
Board (IREX) to sponsor two international students. IREX
will provide $25,524 for the students• fees and tuition.

Dr. C. Jay Hertzog, College of Education, was awarded
$50,000 from the US Department of Education through
the PA Academy for the Profession of Teaching and
Learning under the Teacher Quality Enhancement (TQE)
program to provide high-quality educational opportunities
for in-service and pre-service educators to increase K-12
student achievement.

Alice Kaiser-Drobney, Institute for Community, Service-
Learning and Nonprofit Leadership, received approval
from the Corporation for National & Community Service
for the services of one AmeriCorps*VISTA volunteer to
work at the I CARE House in New Castle, PA.

Alice Kaiser-Drobney, Institute for Community, Service-
Learning and Nonprofit Leadership, was awarded $3,000
form Murray State University under a grant from W.K.
Kellogg Foundation. This funding is to underwrite the
incorporation of the I CARE House in New Castle as a
nonprofit entity by involving students in the Nonprofit
Management class, providing them with an excellent
opportunity to gain valuable field experience in the
incorporation process.

Dr. Kathleen Kellinger, Nursing, received an award
of $9,000 from the Pennsylvania Higher Education
Foundation, Inc. to assist in the recruitment and retention
of nursing students by providing scholarships to students
enrolled at least half-time in the RN to BSN program.

Mary Ann King, College of Health, Environment and
the Sciences, received a recycling grant from The PA
Department of Environmental Protection (DEP) through the
Butler County in the amount of $36,623. The funding will
enable one graduate student to research and implement a
biodegradable products program at Rocky•s Grill and one
graduate student to study the effects of the biodegradable
products at the compost site at the Robert A. Macoskey
Center for Sustainable Systems Education and Research.

Deborah Mariacher, Academic Services, was granted
$166,905 from the PA Department of Education for the
continuation of the Act 101 Program to provide tutorial
and counseling services for economically and education-
ally disadvantaged students.
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
