The PA Department of Education will NOT accept any Praxis score more than ten years old at the time the application for certification is received by PDE. 

PRAXIS I – The Praxis I exams – PPST Reading, PPST Math, & PPST Writing – may be taken as a computer-based (CBT) or a paper-based test. Computer-based 
testing is available at CBT centers throughout the year. SRU is not a CBT center. Career Services provides a separate guide to computer-based testing identifying the local 
CBT centers. Information is also available at www.ets.org/praxis. The paper-based Praxis I is offered only on November 14, January 9, March 13, April 24, and July 24.

Senior Year before Early Childhood Education   (1) 0020  2 hours $80 530 
student teaching 

 This test is required for those seeking Early Childhood Education certification 
 
*Cost does NOT include $50 one-time, non-refundable registration fee which covers all paper-based tests taken in the same testing year.
